$1,000 from the Canada Prize each year the last few years. GSC sponsored with
$15,000 for specific class room materials and CGF funded $13,500 for a workshop at
GeoCanada 2010 to develop 10 curriculum based lesson plans to “wedge” into
physics, chemistry and biology high school programs (because only Ontario and BC
have earth science in high school). There was $7,500 from Encana and Nexen and
$1,000 from the Ontario teachers association. This is the first time that EdGeo has
private funding!

In the Waterloo School Board, grade 12 Earth and space science is now recognized
as an advanced university credit for the University of Waterloo, helpful for those
wanting to major in Earth Science. Sandy Cruden (CCCESD) notes that Univ of
Toronto would never approve this because first yr geology is not a requirement to get
into a geology program, the requirements are math physics and chemistry. It is agreed
that it is equally important to get high school students interested in earth science, if
need be through a course that is not a requirement for getting into a university
program. Another problem is that an earth science degree is —in many provinces —
not sufficient to get into teacher’s college because Earth Science 'is not a teachable
subject’. Conclusion: there are lots of interface problems that need to be worked
out.

Membership basis mostly in populous parts of the country, no representation in PEI, lots of uptake from
undergrads, decidedly female. Steady increase at graduate level too. Discipline is healthy, wouldn't
have said that a decade ago.

CCCESD - Sandy Cruden
For enrolment trends see website. http://cccesd.acadiau.ca/rep2008.html
Although enrolment is up, it's not enough to meet future needs. Service courses (‘bums in
seats’) are not going up, because we don’t have enough people to teach them. ‘Bums in seats’ is
a huge outreach effort! Acute lack of technical support for running our operations. NSERC
grants don't pay for these indirect costs (i.e. technical support). There is money for machines,
but no money for people.
NSERC implemented new protocol this year. There used to be 2 committees (solid earth /
environmental). Grants proposals are now evaluated through a conference model and the
budgets for 08 og committees will be merged as well. Historically the solid earth grants have
been higher, they will lose money. Average grant goes up, total number of grants goes down.
Solid average was about 38k, environmental was about 28k. More people will lose money.
Discussion about the low percentage of women faculty members (17% in Canada, which is the
same as in the US). The pipeline effect is no longer a valid argument, need to also look at
work/life balance, critical mass and mentoring. UoT Earth Science had 4 faculty vacancies, the
number of women applicants was significantly less than male applicants, but they hired all
women. This is really a separate topic, perhaps CFES needs to start a Canadian Women in Earth
Science Commission/Chapter

CSPG - Lisa Griffith
Membership down slightly from previous year. This year we'll start to feel the effect of people
being laid off. Office has been reorganized, things are starting to turn around (CSPG lost money
for 3 years).
Completed a membership survey last year, using Survey Monkey.
Bulletin will go online, except 150 copies that we need to produce in order to be recognized,
partially driven by economics. We have a big problem with content.
Have agreed to have an AAPG office within CSPG/CSEG offices. AAPG will have a bookstore,
lots of student chapters. 25% of our members are members of AAPG as well.

The Labour mobility issue has taken a big step forward. There is now a Canada-wide agreement
(between premiers) on internal trade and this has passed for all requlated professions. If someone is a
registered professional in one jurisdiction, that person can transfer to another jurisdiction awithout re-
oadmission procedures. Geoscience is one of 40 regulated professions in Canada. Comment: it is not a
good thing that professionals who work in more than one jurisdiction have to pay their registration fee
more than once..

There is concern about unlicensed practice. Hence it is important to make geoscientists aware of their
legal obligations. CCPG is looking into starting a national awareness campaign. Strategic plan for next 5
years will be discussed in Toronto. Core tasks: service to public, constituents, and geosciences.

CCPG will be hosting the 4™ International Professional Geologists Conference in 2012, location and
timing to be announced.
